From the researcher:

DISCIPLINE OF THE LORD
Of Nations:

Deuteronomy 4:35,36

To you it was shown that you might know that the Lord, He is God; there is no other besides Him.  Out of the heavens He let you hear His voice to discipline (3256) you; and on earth He let you see His great fire, and you heard His words from the midst of the fire.

Numbers 21:5,6

And the people spoke against God and Moses, “Why have you brought us up out of Egypt to die in the wilderness?  For there is no food and no water, and we loathe this miserable food.”

And the Lord sent fiery serpents among the people and they bit the people so that many people of Israel died.

Exodus 12:12

For I will go through the Land of Egypt on that night, and will strike down all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments – I am the Lord.

COMMENT:  When the Lord punished a nation, it was severe, disobedience was not taken lightly.  When a nation was defeated, they were murdered, raped, pillaged, and enslaved.

Jeremiah 25:12


“Then it will be when seventy years are completed I will punish the king of Babylong and that nation,” declares the Lord, “for their iniquity, and the land of the Chaldeans; and I will make it a everlasting desolation.”

See also Isaiah 13:19-22

Deuteronomy 20:16-18


Only in the cities of these peoples that the Lord your God is giving you as an inheritance, you shall not leave alive anything that breathes. But you shall utterly destroy them, the Hittite and the amorite, the Canaanite and the Perizzite, the Hivite and the Jebusite, as the Lord your God has commanded you in order that they may not teach you to do according to all their detestable things which they have done for their gods, so that you would sin against the Lord your God.

Those whom I love, I reprove (1551) and discipline (3811); be zealous therefore, and repent.

Behold, how happy is the man whom God reproves (3198), so do not despise the discipline (4148) of the Almighty.  For He inflicts pain, and gives relief; He wounds and His hands also heal.

The Lord had disciplined (3256) me severely, but He has not given me over to death.

O Lord, do not rebuke (3198) me in Thine anger, nor chasten (3256) me in thy wrath.

I will be a Father to him and he will be a son to Me, when he commits iniquity, I will correct (3198) him with the rod of men and the strokes (5061) of the sons of men.

My son, do not reject the discipline (4148) of the Lord, or loathe His reproof (8433 b) for whom the Lord loves He reproves (3198) even as a father, the son in whom he delights.

And you have forgotten the exhortation which is addressed to you as sons, “My son, do not regard lightly the discipline (3809) of the Lord, nor faint when you are reproved (1651) by Him;


6For those whom the Lord loves He discipline (3811), and He scourges (3146) every son whom He receives.”


7 It is for discipline (3809) that you endure; God deals with you as with sons for what son is there whom his father does not discipline (3811)?


8 But if you are without discipline (3809), of which all have become partakers, then you are illegitimate children and not sons.


9 Furthermore, we had earthly fathers to discipline (3810) us, and we respected them; shall we not much rather be subject to the Father of spirits, and live?


10 For they disciplined (3811) for a short time as seemed best to them, but He disciplines (3811) us for our good, that we may share His holiness.


11 All discipline (3809) for the moment seems not to be joyful, but sorrowful; yet to those who have been trained by it, afterwards it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness.

CHILDREN ARE COMMANDED TO BE OBEDIENT

Deuteronomy 5:16


Honor your father and your mother, as the Lord your God has commanded you, that your days may be prolonged, and that it may go well with you....

Ephesians 6:1


Children obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right.

Colossians 3:20


Children be obedient to your parents in all things, for this is well-pleasing to the Lord.

Proverbs 6:20


My son, observe the commandments of your father, and do not forsake the teaching of your mother;

Proverbs 23:22


Listen to your father who begot you, and do not despise your mother when she is old.

Leviticus 19:3 a


Everyone of you shall reverence his mother and his father ....

PARENTAL DISCIPLINE OF CHILDREN

Proverbs 13:1


A wise son accepts his father’s discipline (4148).  But a scoffer does not listen to rebuke (1606).

Proverbs 13:24


He who spares his rod (7626) hates his son, but he who loves him disciplines (4148) him diligently (7836).

Proverbs 15:5


A food rejects his father’s discipline (4148).  But he who regards reproof (8433 b) is prudent.

Proverbs 19:19


Discipline (3256) your son while there is hope, and do not desire his death.

Proverbs 22:19


Foolishness is bound up in the heart of a child; the rod (7626) of discipline (4148) will remove it far from him.

Proverbs 23:13, 14


Do not hold back discipline (4148) from the child, although you beat (5221) him with the rod (7626), he will not die.  You shall beat (5221) him with the rod (7626), and deliver his soul from sheol.

Proverbs 29:15


The rod (7626) and reproof (8433 b) give wisdom, but a child who gets his own way brings shame to his mother.

Proverbs 19:17


Correct (3256) your son, and he will give you comfort; he will also delight your soul.

COMMENT:  

The world says spanking a child is abuse.  To leave marks on the child’s bottom is sadistic, but the bible says do not be conformed to the world, but be transformed by knowing the will of God.


The world is full of bad advice that the Bible tells Christians not to listen to.  The will of God is that parents must command obedience from their children, (painful discipline gets their attention) in being obedient to parents, they learn how to be obedient to God.  If they do not learn to be obedient to parents, they don’t learn obedience to God, and their soul may be lost forever:  See what a huge responsibility we have as parents to teach our children to be obedient?

*Proverbs 23:13, 14  (see page ____________)

CHALLENGE:  


Are you, as parents, DILIGENT AND CONSISTENT with this kind of discipline?  When disciplined, is it painful for the child?  (this is absolutely necessary)

ENCOURAGE AND INSTRUCT CHILDREN IN LOVE

Ephesians 6:4


And fathers do not provoke your children to anger; but bring them up in the discipline (3809) and instruction (3559) of the Lord.

Colossians 3:21


Fathers do not exasperate (2042) your children, that they may not lose heart.

COMMENT:  


These two passages regarding the raising of children are very controversial.  Liberal commentators say, “don’t over correct your children, the purpose of discipline is not to produce a ‘hangdog don’t’,”  This is wrong.  Proverbs 13:24 says, “He who spares his rod (7626) hates his son, but he who loves him disciplines (4148) him diligently (7836).  The purpose of discipline is to teach the child to be obedient, (in being obedient to parents, he will know how to be obedient to God) when he learns obedience, he will have no reason to have a “hangdog” attitude.


Fathers do not exasperate (2042) (to stimulate to anger, provoke; this is a form of 2054, a quarrel, by implication:  Contention, strife, debate, variance) this brings us to three major points in discipline:  (1) Don’t be angry when disciplining, anger is shown to the child and they will take it personally as between you and him:  Discipline only for the offense.  Even in love, it is possible to discipline as the Lord commands.  (2)  The offense and discipline is swift and sure and after discipline dispensed, the guilty party is forgiven.  We need to pay attention to the Lord’s example (3) As the sun sets in the west and rises in the east, and as the Lord lives, BE CONSISTENT in discipline:  nothing is learned if they get away with something one time and the next time, they don’t   That’s one of the things that can exasperate a child, variance.

Titus 2:4


That they may encourage the young  women to love their husbands, to love their children.

I Thessalonians 2:11


Just as you know how we were exhorting (3870) and encouraging (3888) and imploring (3143) each one of you as a father would his own son.

CHALLENGE:


Do you lose your cool when your child does wrong?  Is there a quarrel or argument or heated debate when correcting your child?  Are both parents consistent in disciplining?  (be honest)

TEACH YOUR CHILDREN ABOUT THE LORD

2 Timothy 3:14-17


You, however, continue in the things you have learned and become convinced of, knowing from whom you have learned them, and that from childhood you have known the sacred writings which are able to give you the wisdom that leads to salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.  All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness; so that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work.

Isaiah 38:19


It is the living who give thanks to You, as I do today; a father tells his sons about Your faithfulness.

Psalm 71:17, 18


O God, You have taught me from my youth, And I still declare Your wondrous deeds.  And even when I am old and gray, O God, do not forsake me, Until I declare Your strength to this generation, Your power to all who are to come.

Deuteronomy 6:4-7


Hear, O Israel!  The Lord is our God, the Lord is one!  And you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might.  And these words which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart; and you shall teach (8150) them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up.

Psalm 78:1-4, 7


Listen, O my people, to my instruction; incline your ears to the words of my mouth.  I will open my mouth in a parable; I will utter dark sayings of old, which we have heard and known, and our fathers have told us.  We will not conceal them from their children, but tell to the generation to come the praises of the LORD, and His strength and His wondrous works that He has done.


That they should put their confidence in God and not forget the works of God, but keep His commandments.

Deuteronomy 4:9


Only give heed to yourself and keep your soul diligently lest you forget the things which your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from your heart all the days of your life; but make them known to your sons and your grandsons.

Genesis 18:18, 19


Since Abraham will surely become a great and mighty nation, and in him all the nations of the earth will be blessed.  For I have chosen him in order that he may command (6680) his children and his household after him to keep the way of the  Lord by doing righteousness and justice; in order that the Lord may bring upon Abraham what He has spoken about him.

Remember also your Creator in the days of your youth, before the evil days come and the years draw near when you will say, “I have no delight in them”

Train (2596) up a child in the way (1870) he should go, even when he is old he will not depart from it.

CHALLENGE:


Do you make time to sit down and tell your children about the Lord and His faithfulness?


Are you teaching your kids to memorize God’s word?  (even young ones 2 1/2 to 3 years on up)

LACK OF DISCIPLINE:

IS THIS A PARENT’S SIN?

I Samuel 2:12, 17


Now the sons of Eli were worthless men; they did not know the Lord.


17Thus the sin of the young men was very great before the Lord, for the men despised the offering of the Lord.

I Samuel 3:11-13


And the Lord said to Samuel, “behold, I am about to do a thing in Israel at which both ears of everyone who hears it will tingle.  In that day, I will carry out against Eli all that I have spoken concerning his house, from beginning to end.  For I have told him that I am about to judge his house forever for the iniquity which he knew, because his sons brought a curse on themselves and he did not restrain (3542) them.

COMMENT:


Eli warned his sons of their shameful ways, but he did not rebuke them with the severity their deeds merited.  Instead, Eli mildly reasoned with his sons, saying, “Why do you do such things?”  But the sons no longer heeded their father, and he didn’t restrain them.  Consequently, his entire family was judged, including his descendants, forever.

Titus 1:5,6


For this reason I left you in Crete, that you might set in order what remains, and appoint elders in every city as I directed you, 6Namely, if any man be above reproach (410), the husband of one wife, having children who believe, not accused of dissipation (810) or rebellion (506).

I Timothy 3:1-5


It is a trustworthy statement:  If any man aspires to the office of overseer, it is a fine work he desires to do. 2An overseer, then, must be above reproach (410), the husband of one wife, temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, 3not addicted to wine, or pugnacious, but gentle, uncontentious, free from the love of money.  4He must be one who manages (4291 b) his own household well, keeping his children under control (5292) with all dignity (5487)  5(but if a man does not know how to manage (4291 b) his own household, how will he take care of the church of God?)

COMMENT:


If children are not in control (obedient), this is because of a lack of discipline.  Lack of discipline is against all that the Lord has set forth through scriptures from nations to children.  Lack of discipline, being against God’s law, is sin.

NOTE:


This passage says control is kept with dignity, that means without screaming, yelling, arguing, debate or anything like that.  Control is kept by being an example, liberal use of the rod and without losing control; but in all seriousness and gravity and love.;

CHALLENGE:


Fathers and husbands, is your household under control?  Do you handle difficult situations with dignity?  Are you a leader in the church and not in your house?

BE AN EXAMPLE
The Lord Is Our Model:
Ephesians 5:1


Therefore, be imitators of God, as beloved children;

Matthew 5:48


Therefore, you are to be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.

Luke 6:36


Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful.

We Need Mature Christians as Examples:

I Corinthians 4:15-17


For if you were to have countless tutors in Christ, yet you would not have many fathers; for in Christ Jesus I became your father through the gospel.  I exhort you, therefore, be imitators of me.  For this reason I have sent Timothy, who is my beloved and faithful child in the lord, and he will remind you of my ways which are in Christ ….

Philippians 3:17


Brethren, join in following my example, and observe those who walk according to the pattern you have in us.

Philippians 4:9


The things you have learned and received and heard and seen in me, practice these things; and the God of peace shall be with you.

II Thessalonians 3:7-9


For you yourselves know how you ought to follow our example, because we did not act in an undisciplined manner among you, nor did we eat anyone’s bread without paying for it, but with labor and hardship we kept working night and day so that we might not be a burden to any of you; not because we do not have the right to this, but in order to offer ourselves as a model for you that you might follow our example.

Paul speaks of being a spiritual father to Timothy, and that Timothy being the child, should be an imitator of Paul, the father.

Good Example of Parent:

And Asa did what was right in the sight of the Lord, like David his father.

Bad Example of Parent:
I Kings 15:25, 26


Now Nadab the son of Jeroboam became king over Israel in the second year of Asa king of Judah, and he reigned over Israel two years.  And he did evil in the sight of the Lord, and walked in the way of his father and in his sin which he made Israel sin.

CHALLENGE:


Are we imitators of the Lord?  As spiritual leaders, are we being imitated because we imitate the Lord?

Our children are imitating us:  Are we worthy to be imitated?
